System” (TATPS), a web application 
service that relies on an easy to 
install Waveon 606e v2 Mobile Data 
Acquisition (MDA) - for Pont-Bus in 
Italy that tracks the location of buses 
covering routes in Italy, Switzerland, 
and Germany.
